University of West Florida Regulation
UWF/REG 3.004 Academic Policies.

(1) The University of West Florida undergraduate and graduate catalogs prescribes current
retention; admissions, grading, transfer of credit, academic standing, satisfactory
progress, continuous enrollment, and degree requirements for all students.

(2) A student is responsible for the department or program requirements in effect at the time
of initial registration at the University provided the student maintains continuous
enrollment, as defined in the undergraduate and graduate catalogs. A student who
changes majors does not maintain continuous enrollment and who returns to the
University at a later date is subject to departmental and program requirements in effect at

the time of readmission sueh-change.
