The Career and Technical Studies Program offers training
in Technology Education, Career and Technical Education
Program Development, and Career and Technical
Education. Technology Education is the K-12 school
subject area that provides “technological literacy for all.”
The program allows teaching candidates to gain a
fundamental understanding of our human-made
(technological) world to plan, teach, and assess relevant
technology related classes in the schools. The focus is on
the nature of technology, technology and society,
technological design, technological products, systems and
impacts, and the designed world technologies including
medical, agricultural, bio, energy, power, information,
communication, transportation, manufacturing, and
construction technologies. The Program Development
Specialization is designed to prepare students to plan,
supervise, conduct, and evaluate training programs in
business, industry, and government. The Career and
Technical Studies/Career and Technical Teacher
Education Specialization offers training in career program
development and career teacher education. The teacher
education sequence prepares students to work in career
academies and career institutes at the high school level.
Completion of this program will result in a degree in career
and technical teacher education. Certification in vocational
education in Florida is granted by local school districts.
Documented minimum of 2 years of full-time work
experience is required.

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

Candidates for admission to the Technology Education
Specialization must meet and complete admission
requirements detailed under Admission to Teacher
Education. These requirements include, but are not limited
to, satisfactory completion of the General Knowledge,
Professional, and Subject Area portions of the Florida
Teacher Certification Examination (FTCE). Requirements
for Teacher Education programs may change due to
legislative mandates. Therefore, the actual program
requirements may differ from those listed in the Catalog.
Candidates must inquire with the Chair of the School of
Education or an advisor to obtain the most current
program requirements. In addition to general University
requirements, students seeking the B.S. in

Career and Technical Studies must meet the requirements
listed below. Consult with your academic advisor for
courses which may satisfy both the General Studies
requirements and common prerequisites. A minimum
grade of “C” must be earned in courses required by the
department.
