Accounting General Scholarship




This scholarship was established in 1986 by the Accounting and Finance Department faculty with gifts from donors designated for accounting students.
Accounting and Finance Faculty Memorial


The Faculty Memorial endowed scholarship was established in 1988 to perpetuate a memorial to Dr. Hite Bennett, a UWF Associate Professor of Finance and Accounting, by friends and faculty of the Department of Finance and Accounting.  The scholarship is awarded to a senior in finance or accounting who best personifies the high principles and academic standards held by Professor Bennett.
Graduate Accounting General Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1986 by the Accounting and Finance Department faculty with gifts from donors designated for graduate accounting scholarships. 
Institute of Management Accountants Scholarship Fund


This scholarship was established in 1995 by the Pensacola Chapter of the Institute of Management Accountants for senior or graduate students in management accounting. 
O’Sullivan Hicks CPA’s Fund


This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 by O’Sullivan Hicks CPA’s, now O’Sullivan Creel LLP, a NW Florida accounting firm, for students in accounting.

This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 by Saltmarsh, Cleaveland & Gund, CPA’s, a NW Florida accounting firm, for scholarships to U.S. citizens.

Skeeter Carson Men’s Tennis Endowment


This endowed scholarship was established in 1997 by friends in the UWF and Pensacola community to honor Skeeter Carson, a UWF men’s tennis coach, upon his retirement, for undergraduate and graduate students on the men’s tennis team.

Helene Erickson Memorial Women’s Tennis Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1999 by friends in memory of Helene Erickson, a UWF alumna, for undergraduate and graduate students on the women’s tennis team. 
George A. and Ann F. Belleau Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1984 by the Belleau’s, local Pensacola business owners of Crown Management Services, a national management firm, and a chain of laundry services.  Mr. Belleau served as a board member on the UWF Foundation.  Mrs. Belleau was the first woman to be president of the UWF Foundation Board of Directors and a past member of the College of Business Advisory Council.  As amended in 1993, the scholarship is for undergraduate and graduate students and awarded by the Athletic Department.
Aimee Godwin Memorial Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1992 by Ruth and Vonzie Godwin (grandparents), family and friends in memory of the Godwin’s granddaughter, Aimee Godwin.  Aimee was a UWF basketball player who was killed in an automobile crash.  The scholarship is for students on the women’s basketball team.
Maxine and Ormond Howe Family Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by Dr. Dolores “Pat” Howe, a UWF Vice President and College of Education professor, friends and family, in honor of her parents, Maxine and Ormond Howe.  Dr. Howe initiated the first capital campaign in the history of the University in 1986 and served as a board member of the UWF Foundation.  The endowment was amended in 1998 for academic scholarships to be awarded by the Athletic Department. 
Women's Athletic Trust


This endowed scholarship was established in 1985 by friends of the University to increase private financial support for women’s athletics, to include scholarships and other activities.

Women’s Cross Country Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1999 by the Pensacola Runners Association and friends of the University to increase private financial support for women’s athletics, to include scholarships for undergraduate and graduate students on the women’s cross country team.

Alumni/Foundation Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1989 by the UWF National Alumni Association.  As amended, scholarships are awarded to immediate family members of alumni or a returning UWF graduate.  Other family members of UWF graduates may also be considered if a letter of recommendation is provided by the graduate.
AmSouth Bank Banker’s Fund


This endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by AmSouth Bank along with three other local banks (Barnett, C&P National, and First Florida) to start an endowment.  AmSouth scholarships are awarded to eligible students in the College of Business.
Braden Lee Ball Memorial Scholarship Endowment

This endowed scholarship was established in 2006 by the Alfred I. duPont Foundation in memory of Braden Lee Ball.  Mr. Ball was a UWF Foundation Fellow, UWF Foundation Director, and was President of the Alfred I. duPont Foundation.  Its members and directors were all aware of Mr. Braden’s love and untiring efforts on behalf of UWF.  Mr. Ball is also the author of several books, including Around West Florida in 80 Years, available through the UWF Foundation.  Scholarships are for Northwest Florida students meeting enrollment requirements.

Baptist Health Care Foundation Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1993 by members of Baptist’s medical and administrative staff of Pensacola, Florida, in support of students seeking to advance careers in health care.  
Barnett Bank Banker’s Fund

This endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by Barnett Bank (now Bank of America) along with three other local banks (C&P National, First Florida, and AmSouth) to start an endowment.  Barnett Bank scholarships are awarded to students meeting UWF requirements.
Baptist Hospital Employee Foundation Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 1981 by Baptist Hospital Employee Foundation of Pensacola, Florida, for scholarships in the health-care field.  As amended, the scholarship is limited to Baptist Hospital employees and their dependents in any degree major vital to health care.
Baskerville-Donovan Pre-Professional Scholarship


This pre-professional endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by Baskerville-Donovan, a local engineering company, along with four other donors (Gulf Power, Marcelle Dodson Estes, Solutia, and BellSouth) to start an endowment.  The scholarship provides awards to pre-engineering students.
Paul Campbell Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1994 by Kenneth C. “K.C.” and Lori Clark in memory of Lori Clark’s brother, Paul Campbell.  Paul Campbell encouraged Lori Clark at every opportunity to continue and finish her college education.  Mr. Kenneth Clark is Chair of the UWF Board of Trustees, past President of the UWF Alumni Board of Directors, and past board member of the UWF Foundation.  The scholarships are for students majoring in accounting. 
Alma G. Carney Scouting Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 2005 by Mr. Charles L. Carney, Sr. in honor of his first, late wife, Alma G. Carney.  Scholarships are given to students who have achieved the distinction of “Life Scout” or “Eagle Scout” within the Boy Scout’s Gulf Coast Council.  
C & P National Bank Banker’s Fund

This scholarship was established in 1987 by C & P National Bank (now Bank of America) along with three other local banks (Barnett, First Florida, and AmSouth) to start an endowment.  C&P National Bank scholarships are awarded to students meeting UWF requirements.

This endowed scholarship was established in 1986 by the Chadbourne Foundation.  Edward M. Chadbourne, Jr. is President of the Chadbourne Foundation and a businessman.  The Chadbourne family had a long history in the road-paving industry in Northwest Florida.  Scholarships are awarded to undergraduate students from Escambia and Santa Rosa Counties in Florida who have been recipients of the Chadbourne Scholarship at Pensacola Junior College. 
Alfred and Lucille Delchamps Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1986 by a donor who received educational aid from Alfred and Lucille Delchamps, of the Delchamps grocery chain.  The scholarships are for students majoring in Sociology, Anthropology, and Social Science Interdisciplinary. 
Alfred I. DuPont Foundation, Inc. Scholarship Endowment

This endowed scholarship was established in 2006 by the Alfred I. duPont Foundation.  Mr. duPont recognized the need for education and felt every individual should have the opportunity to better themselves, their families, their communities and society.  He also loved Florida, especially Northwest Florida.  Scholarships are awarded to Northwest Florida students meeting enrollment requirements.
First Florida Bank Banker’s Fund
This endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by First Florida Bank (now Bank of America) along with three other local banks (Barnett, C & P National, and AmSouth) to start an endowment.  First Florida scholarships are awarded to students meeting UWF requirements with preference to residents of the State of Florida.
Cherry Fitch Scholarship Endowment

This endowed scholarship was established in 2006 by the Gulf Breeze High School Advisory Council to honor Mrs. Cherry Fitch upon her retirement as Principal of the high school.  Scholarships are awarded to graduating seniors from Gulf Breeze High School who have been accepted to UWF.
Gulf Breeze Hospital Employee Foundation Scholarship 


This scholarship was established in 1988 by the Gulf Breeze Hospital Employee Foundation of Gulf Breeze, Florida.  As amended, scholarship preference is given to Gulf Breeze hospital employees and their family members. 
Gulf Power Foundation Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1988 by Gulf Power Foundation for deserving NW Florida students.  Gulf Power supports schools where Gulf Power employees have received their degrees.
Elsie Jones Hare Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1986 by Elsie Jones Hare’s husband, John L. Hare, and brother, Carl E. Jones, other family members, former students and friends, and with the assistance of Eugene T. Bell to sustain the memory of Elsie Jones Hare.  Mrs. Hare taught English at Century High School in NW Florida for 30 years, was elected to the 1986 Florida Women’s Hall of Fame in 1986, and was a community activist, musician, and writer.  As amended, the scholarships are limited to graduates of Northview High School in Bratt, Florida.
Maurice F. Harling Trust


This scholarship was established in 1997 by the Trust of Maurice F. Harling for general scholarships for students meeting UWF requirements.  The late Maurice F. “Moose” Harling retired as a reporter for the Pensacola News Journal in 1970 after 26 years.  He covered city and county newsbeats, as well as state legislative news, and was the first photographer for the newspaper.  For the next eight years, he was Special Assistant to then Governor Reuben Askew.  Scholarships are awarded to students meeting UWF requirements.
Herman and Pearl Greenhut Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 1966 by Dudley and Alice Greenhut in memory of Mr. Greenhut’s parents, Herman and Pearl Greenhut.   The late Mr. Greenhut was a local Pensacola businessman who founded Greenhut Construction Company.  Mr. Greenhut felt quite strongly about the role of the University, having served as its Capital Campaign Chairman in the early 70’s and a past President and member of the UWF Foundation.  The Greenhut family continues to be active, generous supporters of the University.  The scholarships are awarded to deserving students meeting UWF requirements.
John C.  Pace, Jr. Memorial Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1994 by the multi-million dollar gift by the last will and testament of Dr. John C. Pace, Jr. of Pensacola.  Dr. Pace was a firm believer in education.  He received his undergraduate degree from Dartmouth, a medical degree from Yale, and studied finance at Columbia.  Dr. Pace’s father – the late John C. Pace, Sr., for whom the campus library was named in 1969 – was a long-time supporter of the University of West Florida who passed that legacy to his son. The scholarships are to attract students with outstanding scholarship records (preferably from counties in West Florida).  The endowment supports transfer scholarships from Florida public community colleges, achievement scholarships for continuing students, graduate scholarships, and honors scholarships to new full-time freshman and black freshman.  
John C. Pace, Jr. Scholars Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1994 by the multi-million dollar gift by the last will and testament of Dr. John C. Pace, Jr. of Pensacola.  Dr. Pace was a firm believer in education.  He received his undergraduate degree from Dartmouth, a medical degree from Yale, and studied finance at Columbia.  Dr. Pace’s father – the late John C. Pace, Sr., for whom the campus library was named in 1969 – was a long-time supporter of the University of West Florida who passed that legacy to his son.  The scholarships are for honor graduates primarily from all public and private high schools in West Florida.  The endowment supports recipients who reside on campus and participate in the Pace Scholar Summer Experience.
S. R. Joyner Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1981 by J. Lofton Westmoreland, a local Pensacola attorney, and members of his family from the Jay, Florida, area in honor of his grandfather, S. R. Joyner.  Mr. Westmoreland is a former member and President of the UWF Foundation.  As amended, the scholarships are for students from Jay, Florida, and the immediate vicinity who meet UWF requirements.
Lewis Bear Company Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1974 by the Lewis Bear Company, a privately-held beer distributor business of NW Florida.  The company was founded 130 years ago, one of Pensacola’s oldest companies.  The scholarships are awarded to Lewis Bear Company employees and their children.
License Tag Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 through the sale of UWF collegiate license plates of the State of Florida.  The endowment supports student scholarships.
Bill W. Peebles, Jr. Scholarship Endowment

This endowed memorial scholarship was established in 2005 by family and friends of Mr. Bill W. Peebles Jr., a former assistant director of the Florida Institute of Government at UWF.  The endowed scholarship honors Mr. Peebles’ commitment to public service, higher education and UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to students meeting enrollment requirements, with preference given to students seeking a Master of Science in Public Administration.
Solutia Pre-Professional Scholarship

This pre-professional endowed scholarship was established in 1990 by Monsanto Company (now Solutia, Inc.) of Pensacola, Florida, specializing in chemical manufacturing, along with four other donors (Baskerville-Donovan, BellSouth, Gulf Power, and Marcelle Dodson Estes).  The endowment provides scholarships for pre-engineering students.

Jane C. Noonan Scholarship 

This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 by Jane C. Noonan of Pensacola, Florida.  The late Jane C. Noonan served as a Red Cross volunteer for 28 years.  Her husband, the late William J. Noonan, Sr. founded the Noonan Construction Company and the Noonan Foundation, a charitable organization.  Mr. Noonan was also a former board member of the UWF Foundation.  The endowment provides scholarships for U.S. citizens who meet UWF enrollment requirements with preference to a Florida resident.
Tony and Ruby D. Raibl Memorial Scholarship 


This endowed scholarship was established by the Last Will and Testament of the late Ruby Dell Raibl, of Pensacola, Florida, in 1998.  Ruby Raibl’s husband, the late Tony Raibl, was a retired U.S. Army colonel and a member of the infantry and fought in the Battle of the Bulge.  The endowment provides scholarships for students meeting UWF enrollment requirements.
William S. Rosasco III Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established 1968 by William S. Rosasco III, a Santa Rosa County businessman and author.  In the 1800’s, his family built a fortune in the lumber business in the Panhandle of Florida.  The late Mr. Rosasco worked towards the University of West Florida’s construction, served on the site-selection committee, and served as president and member of the University of West Florida Foundation.  Mr. Rosasco, his father, and his grandfather all had to leave home to obtain an education.  Mr. Rosasco felt strongly about the founding of the University so that “no one will ever have to leave home to get an education.”  The endowment provides scholarships for U.S. citizens who meet UWF enrollment requirements with preference for a Florida resident.
BellSouth Pre-professional Scholarship
This pre-professional endowed scholarship was established in 1990 by Southern Bell (now BellSouth) of Pensacola, Florida, along with four other donors (Baskerville-Donovan, Gulf Power, Marcelle Dodson Estes, and Solutia).  The endowment provides scholarships for pre-engineering students.
Thrift Family Scholarship (COB)


This endowed scholarship was established in 2001 by Raymond H. Thrift, Jr. and his wife, Ida Ellen Hedrick Thrift, of Gulf Breeze, Florida.  Mr. Thrift was employed for 26 years at the University of West Florida Career Center.  Having himself earned a degree in business, he understood the value of the degree and set up this scholarship to help future business students.  The endowment provides scholarships for students meeting UWF enrollment requirements with preference given to students in the College of Business program.                                

Thrift Family Scholarship (COPS)



This endowed scholarship was established in 2003 by Raymond H. Thrift, Jr. and his wife, Ida Ellen Hedrick Thrift, of Gulf Breeze, Florida.  Mrs. Thrift spent her career as a teacher in Santa Rosa County schools.  With a degree in education, Mrs. Thrift values education at all levels, and this scholarship was set up to help students who will be future teachers.  The endowment provides scholarships for students meeting UWF enrollment requirements with preference given to students in the elementary or secondary education program of the College of Professional Studies.

Pat & Hal Marcus Historical Archaeology Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1993 by Hal and Pat Marcus, of Milton, Florida, to provide scholarships to graduate students in historical archaeology.  “We’ve been successful and we wanted to share our success with someone else.” Hal Marcus said.  The Marcus’s “hope archaeology can become a tourist attraction and economic prize for NW Florida….if the scholarship recipients end up staying in the area, they may be helpful in promoting tourism by creating the excitement of exploring our past.”   Scholarships are awarded to graduate students whose major is historical archaeology.
T. T. Wentworth, Jr. Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1990 by the T. T. Wentworth Historical Foundation in memory of T. T. (Theodore Thomas) Wentworth, Jr.  Mr. T. T. Wentworth, Jr. was a pioneer historian, museum builder, a philanthropist, and a community leader of Pensacola, Florida.  Mr. Wentworth turned over 250,000 historical items valued at more than $5 million, or his “gift of a lifetime” to the Pensacola Historic Preservation Board.  The T. T. Wentworth Florida State Museum in downtown Pensacola houses his collection and was named in his honor.  The scholarships are for students in History or Anthropology (with an emphasis on Archaeology).

Mr. Mabie was listed in the publication “The Best Lawyers in America.”  “My awareness of my parents’ appreciation of higher education they did not receive, but provided for their children, prompted me to honor them,” said the donor. The endowed scholarship was established in 2002 by faculty of the College of Business.  Scholarships are for children of College of Business alumni and those alumni returning to school in a degree-seeking program in the College of Business and meeting enrollment criteria.
College of Business Scholastic Excellence Awards

BG & Mrs. Michael L. Ferguson Scholarship for Sons/Daughters Military Vets
This endowed scholarship was established in 2001 by Brigadier General and Mrs. Michael L. Ferguson.  BG Ferguson served 30 years in the Army and is also a lawyer with a local Pensacola law firm.  Scholarships are awarded to the son or daughter of a deceased, active duty or retired veteran who demonstrates leadership capability and a commitment to service, with children of Army veterans receiving a priority.   
C. L. Fountain Family Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 2001 by Richard M. Fountain in memory of his father, C. L. Fountain.  Richard Fountain is a UWF accounting degree alumnus who went on to get a law degree from Ole Miss and a master’s degree in tax law.  Mr. Fountain is a past board member of the UWF Foundation.  Scholarships are awarded to business majors who take a minimum of one hour in an approved Business Ethics course.

This scholarship was established in 2000 by Florida State Senator Charles W. Clary III (R-Destin).  Since 1996, Senator Clary has served District 4 of Florida covering the Gulf shores extending from Escambia to Bay Counties.  Scholarships are awarded to students majoring in elementary education. 
College of Education Memorial Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1983 by friends of the College of Education from donations made in memory of Dr. Carl A. Backman’s father, Mr. Carl P. Backman.  Dr. Backman, then Dean of the College of Education, is now a retired UWF Associate Vice President for Academic Affairs at UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to Florida students preparing to become teachers.  
Grant Holmes Memorial Scholarship 



This scholarship was established in 2000 by the Florida Public Employer Labor Relations Association as a memorial to Grant Holmes, former Human Resources Director for the Escambia County Utilities Authority who was a member of FPELRA.  FPELRA, through its individual members, and by virtue of its association with the national PELRA, offers a valuable resource to students doing research in the areas of labor relations and collective bargaining.  Scholarships are awarded to undergraduate or graduate students pursuing a career in labor relations, human resources, or risk management. 
Pickens Foundation for Education


This endowed scholarship was established in 1993 by Dr. William S. Pickens in honor of Mr. William Steinkemp, Mr. Granger Williams, Mr. Neal Harmon, Dr. James L. Pickens and Mary E. Pickens.  Dr. William Pickens is a practicing physician with Cardiology Consultants of Pensacola, Florida.  Dr. Pickens’ mother was a teacher and served as the primary family wage earner following the death of Dr. Pickens’ father.  As a young man struggling to get through college and later medical school, Dr. Pickens is keenly aware of the importance of financial assistance for needy students and received a scholarship while he was in school.  Scholarships are awarded to Florida students preparing to become teachers.

Eric B. Calcagni Memorial Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1996 by Dr. and Mrs. John A. Calcagni in memory of his son, Eric B. Calcagni, who was killed in an automobile accident, while a student at UWF.  Eric’s family wanted to establish a scholarship fund in his name because they knew how much Eric enjoyed being a part of the UWF community, especially the communication arts family.  Scholarships are awarded to students majoring in Communication Arts with a track in telecommunications and film.  Like Eric Calcagni, selection is to be made on the basis of aptitude, promise and passion for the field of telecommunications.  The Calcagnis’ feel that these are very important attributes, as is the evidence of a compassionate nature.  A student can have the first three, but without the third will not succeed in impacting their workplace in a positive way.  
James J. Marks Forensics Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1979 by James J. Marks, Sr., a local businessman of Pensacola, Florida.  The late Mr. Marks was a long-time, very generous supporter of UWF and its forensics program and tournaments.  Mr. Marks was a member of the University’s founding Charter Society of 1963.  His memory lives on through the scholarship that supports the Forensics Team at UWF, as well as scholarships for forensics team students. 
Pat Lloyd/Panhandle Tiger Bay Club Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 by the late Pat Lloyd’s many friends and the organization she helped found, the Panhandle Tiger Bay Club.  Pat Lloyd was a long-time reporter and columnist for the Pensacola News Journal who nurtured many young reporters during their fledgling years.  The Panhandle Tiger Bay Club is a diverse membership club with an interest in public policy issues, politics, and political forums intended to provoke curiosity and provide insight, as well as generate debate and community discussion.  The scholarships are awarded to Journalism or Telecommunications students who are juniors or first semester seniors.

Susan L. Morris Memorial Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1993 by David C. and Marcia Morris, with the assistance of the UWF Student Government and many friends in the University and Pensacola community and beyond, in memory of their daughter, Susan L. Morris.  A senior UWF student, Susan Morris was murdered on campus.  After her death, the university community installed increased lighting and emergency phones across campus, Just 2 It program, as well as changed landscaping for increased visibility.  Susan Morris was a member of Alpha Gamma Delta Sorority and also a sweetheart for Sigma Alpha Mu Fraternity.  The Fraternity has a bench named in her honor located in front of Crosby Hall.  The scholarships in her name are for Communication Arts majors, preferably in the concentration of radio, television and film.  
Jeff Newell Journalism Scholarship 



This scholarship was established in 2001 by friends in memory of Jeff Newell, a 1978 UWF alumnus.  Jeff Newell was a reporter and editor for the NW Florida Daily News.  Scholarships are awarded to Journalism students.   
Pensacola Press Club Scholarship 
This endowed scholarship was established in 2001 by the Pensacola Press Club.  Scholarships are awarded to freshmen enrolled in the Journalism program.

Edna G. and Max J. Kahn Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 1972 by Max E. Kahn, a businessman in Atlanta, Georgia, in memory of his deceased parents.  Scholarships are awarded based on financial need.
Rachel Heffner Memorial Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 2004 by Mrs. Sharon Kerrigan in memory of Rachel Heffner, a UWF student who died in 2003.  During her lifetime, nurses played a large role in Rachel’s quality of life, and Sharon Kerrigan wanted the scholarship to help educate future nurses.  Scholarships are awarded to students seeking a bachelor’s degree in nursing.

This endowed scholarship was established in 2006 by the D. W. McMillan Foundation of Brewton, Florida.  Scholarships are awarded to students meeting enrollment requirements, with preference given to students seeking a nursing degree, and residents of Escambia County, Florida, and Escambia County, Alabama.
Dr. Cheryl L. Thomas Memorial Scholarship Endowment
This endowed scholarship was established in 1998 in memory of Dr. Cheryl L. Thomas by her friends and family.  Dr. Thomas was a Counseling Psychologist with the UWF Counseling Center.  Scholarships are awarded to students meeting enrollment requirements, with preference given to upper division female students.

This endowed scholarship was established in 2000 by the family, friends, and the University community in memory of John G. Martin, a retired UWF Vice President for Administrative Affairs.  The John G. Martin Hall campus dorm was named after Mr. Martin.  Scholarships are awarded to students based on academic standing and financial need.
Robert H. Kahn, Jr. Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1985 by friends and business associates in honor and recognition of Robert Kahn, Jr.’s many accomplishments as a civic leader and businessman.  Mr. Kahn worked for The Lewis Bear Company of Pensacola, Florida, Scholarships are awarded to students majoring in computer science.
The Kerrigan Daughters’ Young Women’s Scholarship

  
This endowed scholarship was established in 1998 by Robert G. Kerrigan in honor of his three daughters Shari, Kelly and Darby.  Mr. Kerrigan is a partner in the Pensacola law firm of Kerrigan Estess Rankin & McLeod.  Mr. Kerrigan is a long-time generous supporter of the University, and is a former Foundation Board of Director.  Scholarships are awarded to female students under the age of thirty and the natural or adoptive mother of dependent children, with preference given to mothers who have primary custodial responsibility for minor children under the age of ten years. 
Pensacola Charity Volunteers Bea Grow Memorial Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1987 by the Pensacola Charity Volunteers in memory of Bea Grow, a past President of the PCA. This scholarship was established in 1992 by the Pensacola Women’s Alliance.  The Pensacola Women’s Alliance encourages the advancement of women by disseminating information and conducting educational seminars and to promote the acceptance of women in positions of responsibility.  Scholarships are awarded to female students older than 25 years old with financial need pursuing a college degree or vocational trade.  
Realtors Education Foundation Scholarship 
This endowed scholarship was established in 2003 by the Realtors Education Foundation of Pensacola, Florida.  Scholarships are awarded to students with financial need and academic standing.

Rotary Club of Pensacola Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 2001 by the Rotary Club of Pensacola.  The Rotary is a worldwide organization of business and professional leaders that provides humanitarian service, encourages high ethical standards in all vocations, and helps build goodwill and peace in the world.  Scholarships are awarded to students from NW Florida (Alabama border to Apalachicola River) who have completed or are currently enrolled in a business ethics course.
Hildegard Schaer Scholarship Endowment


This endowed scholarship was established in 1988 by friends and colleagues in memory of Dr. Hildegard F. Schaer.  Dr. Schaer was a member of the College of Education faculty at UWF until the time of her death.  Dr. Schaer was a native of Switzerland and spoke five languages fluently.  Her UWF colleagues said of her, “Hilde influenced more special education teachers in this area than anyone else in the field....  Not only was she a teacher, she also was a friend to her students, maintaining close contact with them years after they finished at UWF.  Because Hilde was always available, her students were devoted to her.”  Scholarship recipients must be special education majors.

A UWF colleague wrote of Mr. Coward, “…a person with vision, with singleness of purpose, of determination leavened with charm, humanity and understanding.  A person of many intellectual attributes – one who spanned both the humanities and the sciences, a musician and a businessman, a teacher and an inspirer – a person who was fully active in community affairs until the last few days of his life.  …He was a true pioneer and a major contributor to the development of The University of West Florida and, as such, he will be ever remembered.”  Scholarships are awarded to students attending the Fort Walton Beach Center campus or the Eglin Center campus.
Ft. Walton Beach Chamber of Commerce Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1989 by the Ft. Walton Beach Chamber of Commerce.  Scholarships are awarded to students first from the Greater FWB area, then Okaloosa or Walton County.
UWF/FWB Center for Lifelong Learning, Inc. Endowed Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1995 by the UWF/FWB Center for Lifelong Learning, Inc.  Scholarships are awarded to junior students with academic standing attending classes at the FWB campus.

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Michaela Albon Scholarship
This scholarship was established by Michaela Albon, a UWF alumna, in 2005.  Scholarships are awarded to students pursuing an undergraduate degree in History.  If there are multiple qualified and eligible students, preference will be given to students with an interest in pursing a career in law.  Student participation in service learning will be an additional consideration for the award.  
Jesse Earle Bowden Endowment Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1982 by Jesse Earle Bowden, author, editor emeritus of the Pensacola News Journal, and a leader in Pensacola’s historical preservation movement.  Mr. Bowden has published several books and continues to contribute to this scholarship by sharing the profits from his books.  Mr. Bowden served as President and board member of the UWF Foundation for several years and is Faculty Associate within the UWF Department of Communication Arts.  Scholarships are awarded to history majors.
F. Elisabeth Crowell History Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1993 by Dr. F. Norman and Mrs. Elizabeth D. Vickers of Pensacola, Florida.  A pioneer in nursing, Frances Elisabeth Crowell became a part owner and superintendent of the Pensacola Infirmary in 1896 at the age of 21.  The Infirmary was renamed St. Anthony’s Hospital in 1900, and under her direction, opened a training school for nurses.  She went on to blaze a trail in nursing history through America and Europe and was hailed by the American Journal of Nursing in 1931 as “one of the most influential person in European nursing today.”  Mrs. Vickers, a UWF alumna, published articles on Ms. Crowell’s life and works to commemorate her memory.  The Vicker’s are long-time supporters of the University, and Mrs. Vickers is a past UWF Foundation Board of Director.  Scholarships are awarded to english, nursing, and pre-med students meeting UWF requirements.  
Hereditary Order of Descendants of The Loyalists and Patriots of The American Revolution
This scholarship was established in 2001 by the national lineage organization of The Hereditary Order of Descendants of The Loyalists and Patriots of The American Revolution.  Scholarships are awarded for essay/paper research on the topic of American Loyalists.

History Faculty Award for Excellence in Writing

This scholarship was established in 2006 by the History department of UWF.   Scholarships are awarded for best papers written in history at the undergraduate and graduate levels.

Scarlett S. King Memorial Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1998 by the History department of UWF in memory of Scarlett S. King, a UWF History alumna.  Scholarships are awarded to a history major student retraining to reenter the workforce.
History Endowment Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1992 by the faculty of the UWF Department of History.  Scholarships are awarded to history majors.
T. T. Wentworth Scholarship


This endowed scholarship was established in 1990 by the T. T. Wentworth Historical Foundation, Inc. in memory of T. T. (Theodore Thomas) Wentworth, Jr.  Mr. T. T. Wentworth, Jr. was a pioneer historian, museum builder, a philanthropist, and a community leader of Pensacola, Florida.  Mr. Wentworth turned over 250,000 historical items valued at more than $5 million, or his “gift of a lifetime” to the Pensacola Historic Preservation Board.  The T. T. Wentworth Florida State Museum in downtown Pensacola houses his collection and was named in his honor.  The scholarships are for students in History or Anthropology (with an emphasis on Archaeology).

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Jane G. and Fred K. Seligman Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 2003 by Jane G. and Fred K. Seligman of Pensacola, Florida.  Mr. Seligman (now deceased) was a retired executive with The Lewis Bear Company.  Mr. and Mrs. Seligman are long-time, generous supporters of UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to students in the Honors program.

Lancy C. Jen Scholarship for Excellence


         

This endowed scholarship was established in 1998 by Mrs. Lancy C. Jen of Savannah, Georgia, through the Pei Ling Charitable Trust to honor her father.  Mrs. Jen, an educator and philanthropist, came to the U.S. from China as a graduate student in 1948 and taught in the Georgia school system for 25 years, retiring as Professor Emerita.  Mrs. Jen is an alumna from UWF, receiving a graduate degree in mathematics.  Scholarships are awarded to students majoring in Mathematics or Computer Science.

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Department of Music Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1983 by the UWF Department of Music.  Scholarships are awarded to music majors.
Seymour and Anna Gitenstein Scholarships
These endowed scholarships were established in 1984 and 1993 by Dr. Seymour Gitenstein, a philanthropist, a retired Alabama textile industrialist of Florala, and a man whose lifelong passion has been music.  Dr. Gitenstein is a former concert pianist and when his wife was living, they enjoyed playing together.  He established the Anna and Seymour Gitenstein Foundation, and has been a generous supporter of the UWF Department of Music since 1983.  Dr. Gitenstein received an honorary doctor of humane letters at UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to music majors.

Pierre P. Huybregts Piano Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 2003 by Mrs. Betty Huybregts in memory and honor of the late Pierre P. Huybregts, one of the original professors of music at UWF and a renowned Steinway artist.  Scholarships are awarded to outstanding piano majors.
Mattie May Kelly Music Educational Fund

This endowed scholarship was established in 1994 by the Estate Will of Mattie M. Kelly.  Coleman and Mattie Kelly are one of Destin, Florida’s pioneer families, building the first cottages for tourists and launching the first deep-sea sport fishing boat in NW Florida.  The couple also developed a 900 acre turpentine farm and brought Destin its first significant payroll.  From the mid 1930’s until her death in 1992, Mattie Kelly used her business acumen and love of culture to nurture the community.  The Kelly’s supported the arts, education and churches throughout Destin.  She established the Mattie M. Kelly Fine Arts Center in Destin and is listed in Who’s Who in American Women and in the World’s Who’s Who in Women.  Scholarships are awarded to music students.

La’Christa C. Knox Memorial Scholarship Endowment

This endowed scholarship was established in 2006 in memory of La’Christa C. Knox by her friends and family.  Ms. Knox was a UWF Music alumnus.  Scholarship awarded to students meeting enrollment requirements, with preference given to upper level student majoring in voice in the Music Department.
Florence Glass Palmer Memorial Scholarship

This endowed scholarship was established in 1977 by Robert C. Palmer, Jr., M.D. and Emma Glass Covington in honor of their mother, Mrs. Florence Glass Palmer.  Mrs. Palmer was a big supporter of all music events at UWF during her life.  Scholarships are awarded to music majors.
Pensacola Civic Band Scholarship


This scholarship was established in 1994 by the Pensacola Civic Band.  Scholarships are awarded to students who perform in the Civic Band during the semester(s) he/she receives the scholarship.
Zoe Peterson Memorial Music Scholarship
This endowed scholarship was established in 2000 by Mr. Merle N. Peterson and his mother Mrs. Veda M. Peterson in memory of Mr. Peterson’s late wife, Mrs. Zoe Peterson.  Mr. Peterson is an alumnus of UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to undergraduate music majors in string instruments or piano, or classical guitar if no eligible student for string or piano.

Betty Prinz Rubin Endowment Scholarship 

  
This scholarship was established in 1985 by Nathan S. Rubin, M.D., in memory of his late wife, Betty B. Rubin and later endowed in 1990 in honor of his second wife, Betty Prinz Rubin.  The late Dr. Rubin was a practicing ophthalmologist of Pensacola.  In 1983, UWF awarded both Nathan and Betty B. Rubin the honorary degree Doctor of Humane Letters.  The Rubin’s were friends of the University since its founding and patrons of music and art for decades.  Scholarships are awarded to music students.
Jan Anthony Verlaan Vocalist Endowment Scholarship Fund

This endowed scholarship was established in 2000 by the Verlaan family in memory of Mr. Jan Anthony Verlaan.  Originally from the Netherlands, Mr. Verlaan was active in the Dutch underground resistance after the occupation of the Netherlands.  After escaping from a Nazi concentration camp, he joined the U.S. Army to assist with the liberation of the Netherlands.  He fought in the Battle of the Bulge and during the remainder of World War II in the European theater as a paratrooper.  He came to the U.S. with his family in 1957 and became an American citizen in 1964, living in Pensacola since 1968.  He graduated with a MBA from UWF.  He had a fine bass-baritone voice and music was his passion.  Scholarships are awarded to student vocalists.

Virginia R. “Jinny” Thornton Nursing Scholarship



This scholarship was established in 1982 by Captain John W. Thornton, USN (Ret) of Pensacola, Florida, to honor his wife, Virginia R. “Jinny” Thornton.  Mrs. Thornton had always, even from childhood, wanted to be a nurse:  “But she never was able to, with me going through three wars.”  The scholarship was Mr. Thornton’s way of expressing appreciation to the wife whose love had sustained him through three wars and almost three years of misery and degradation as a war prisoner, after his helicopter was shot down behind enemy lines in Korea.  The late Captain Thornton is also an alumnus of UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to nursing students.
Catherine Williams Memorial Scholarship



This endowed scholarship was established in 1985 by Dr. Billy J. Williams in memory of his daughter, Catherine Williams.  The late Dr. Williams retired as a professor and administrator at UWF.  Scholarships are awarded to nursing students.
