Assessment of Student Learning Outcomes 
Music Education students are expected to maintain an electronic portfolio using the TK20 software. 
Students are expected to achieve levels of competency representative of their level of study in applied 
music. Jury exams are required each semester to assess student progress and constitute 50% of the 
final applied grade. The portfolio will be reviewed at each jury exam.  Admission to the Junior Level 
(Advancement Exam) must be approved by the faculty at the end of the sophomore year. The students 
will be interviewed at the advancement exam to assess their progress in the music education program. 
The students will be evaluated by both a University coordinator and Supervising teacher during their 
semester of student teaching and are expected to create concise, understandable lesson plans.
