Hi, I’m Stephanie Clark, Dean of Libraries here at the University of West Florida. Welcome to the UWF Libraries. 
The Libraries include three locations: the Emerald Coast Library in Fort Walton Beach, the Professional Studies Library in Building 86 here on the Pensacola campus, and the John C. Pace Library which is our main location.
Whether you’re a new or experienced user of the University Libraries, we look forward to assisting you with all your research needs. Every academic department on campus has a librarian assigned to it, and we encourage you to contact your subject specialist who can help you save time and energy. They have made numerous subject guides, tutorials, and help pages available through our website and are happy to help you either in-person at the Information Desk or virtually by appointment.
As a graduate student, you are able to check out up to 50 books at a time for 12 months with 1 renewal. You can also check out bound journals, and reserve a study carrel for the whole semester. You also have access to laptops, iPads, Kindles, cameras, projectors, and other technology available at the Circulation Desk. We have “course reserves” where professors place materials on reserve for you to use specifically in your class. Many of these are also available online. All of these items can be checked out with your Nautilus Card.
The library’s collection includes over 900,000 books, both print and electronic; over 4400 journal subscriptions; and over 300 electronic databases, which give you 24/7 online access. The University Archives and West Florida History Center is housed in the basement of the Library and has approximately 800 collections totaling about 1.8 million items. It’s one of the largest research collections on West Florida’s history, development, and people from earliest settlement to the present. 
If there’s something you need for your research that we don’t currently have, we are able to request materials from other libraries for you. We have an active uBorrow and interlibrary loan system that allows us to request articles, books, or other materials from any library, and our intercampus loan system moves books between the Pensacola and Fort Walton Beach campuses. We will also mail books to distance learners who live more than 50 miles away.
